STANDARDS OF SUPPLY OF INVENTORY AND TOOLS

To become effective since

1 july 1997

SPHERE OF APPLICATION

This Guidance Document (RD) establishes range and rates of supply of instruments,
inventory and tools to ships of all types, classes and purposes being built for Russia at foreign
and domestic shipyard and to ships in operation.

The RD is mandatory for supplying ships being built (converted, updated) with inventory
according to sections specified by the requirements of the International Conventions', Rules of
the Maritime Register of Shipping?® and other control organizations. List of supplies accepted
from the experience of marine practice is considered to be recommended as regards sections
and items covering inventory not under contro! of the supervisory bodies.

The RD does not include:
items which are components of arrangements or equipment to be delivered to the ship
according to the specification;
special inventory and tools delivered complete with particular machinery, instruments and
apparatus and spare parts to be supplied in conformity with the normal practice of delivery
thereof,
medical instruments, recreation and sport equipment as well as consumers to be supplied
to the ship according to the specification,
the RD does not cover:
dynamically supported ships;
non-self-propelled ships (other than berth-connected ships);
ships of less than 80 tons gross tonnage or ships with main machinery power of less then
100 kW.

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1.GENTRAL, DEFINITIONS AND EXPLANATIONS
L.1.TYPES OF SHIPS

1.1.1.A cargo ship is any ship which is not a passanger ship ( dry cargo ship, tanker,
refrigerating transport ship, icebreaker, tug, pusher, salvage ship, vessel of dredging fleet, cable
lager, special purpose ship and other non-passanger ship).

1.1.2. A passanger ship is a ship intended for or carrying more than 12 passangers.

1.1.3. An oil tanker is a ship intended for the carriage in bulk of crude oil and petroleum
products.

1.1.4.A chemical tanker is a ship intended for the carriage of dangerous chemicals in bulk.

1.1.5.A gas carrier is a ship intended for the carriage of liquified gas.

1.1.6.A special parpose ship is a mechanically self-propelled ship which by reason of its
function carries on board more than 12 persons of special personnel including passengers (by
these ship are meant research, expeditionary, hydrographic, training ship and the like ships).

1.1.7.Icebreakers, being the ships intended to break a navigable channed in compact ice field,
escort operations, breaking of ice, towing of ship and rescue operation in the ice conditions.
1.1.8.A vessel of dredging fleet is a vessel intended for dredging spoil extraction and/or
transportation.

1.1.9.Service auxiliary ships mean ships intended for service and supply of ships belonging to
the main fleet (harbour tude, salvage and fire ships, pilot boats, supply ships etc).

1.1.10.A berth-connected ship is a non-self-propelled floating structure, having the poatoon-
type ore ship-type hell, which is continuously in operation at the guay wall (shore). These
ships include floating hotels and hostels, floating workshops, floating power plants, floating
warehouses.

1.3.1. Part 2 of the present RD (guidance Documents), when an order for a ship is placed, can
be included fully into the appropriate section of the contract specification (contract) or if the
Customer of the ship considers it necessary to exclude some inventory (tool) from the supply,
references on exemption of the relevant items from the Part 2 of this RD (guidance Document)
should be made.

1.3.2. For passenger ships, special-purpose ships and novel types of ships outfit in addition to
the standards given in the RD should be provided according to a list approved by the
shipowner, if it is called for by the design features and purpose of these ships.

2. INVENTORY AND TOOLS NOT SPECIFIED BY THE RULES OF THE REGISTER
BUT USE IN SHIP’S OPERATION

.1.This section covers inventory and tools recommended by the requirements of marine practice.

.2.A separate column in sub-section 2.1; 2.2; 2.5; 2.6; 2.7, 2.9; 2.10; 2.11 lists inventory and
tools which are the minimum required during the initial (up to 6 months) period after the
commissioning of the ship and also the above sub-sections give recommended supply rates
according to categories of ships, accepted in conformity with the marine practice experience.

Tables of the sub-sections 2.3; 2.4 2.8 list the minimum scope of inventory recuired in ship’s
opetation.

.3.Upon decision of the Customer the range and supply rates of the inventory nay be changed

and offered within an agreed scope for delivery by the shipbuilder or acceped for delivery by the
shipowner.

2.5 MACHINERY INVENTORY

1 With regard to machinery inventory seagoing ships are subdivided according to
propulsive output into the following categories

1 - more than 7500 kW;

2- « 3000 to 7500 kW,
3. « 600 to 3000 kW
4 - 600 kW and less.

2.The supply rates given in the Guidelines are calculated on the assumption that the
output is delivered by a single powerpack and all the machinery is located in one
engine room. Where the total output is delivered by two or more powerpacks, and/or
where the main and auxiliary machinery are located in two or more engine rooms,
rates of supply of particular items shall be increased, subject to agreement with the
Customer.

3.Tools and attachments for machines shall be supplied to ships equipped with
appropriate metal cutting machines where such tools and attachments are not
supplied with the machines.

4 Small ships of restricted service, of auxiliary and dredging fleet, irrespective of
output, shall be supplied with reduced amount of machinery inventory as agreed with
the customer based on technical abilities of its use.

5.Ranges and rates of supply of machinery inventory are given in Table 2.5.1.

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2.6. ELECTRIC INVENTORY

. With regard to electric inventory sea-going ships are subdivided, according to the electric

capacity provided on board into following categories:
1 - ships with electric capacity over 6000 kW
2 - ships with electric capacity over 2000 and up to 6000 kW
3 - ships with electric capacity over 500 and up to 2000 kW
4 - ships with electric capacity of 500 kW and less.

. The total electric capacity is determined as capacity of all consumers and all sources
of electric power on board exclusive of the capacity of lighting circuits, cabin fans,
and portable domestic appliances.

For ships with electric propulsion, the electric capacity is calculated as a total of
rated output of electric propulsion machinery.

. The ships not provided with electric workshop shall not be supplied with fitter’s
tools (Subsection 4), drills and threading tools {Subsection6), and testing and
measuring instruments (Subsection7).

. For ships with electric propulsion and ships the power of which is generated by
several units in two or more machinery spaces, the rates for certain items of electric
inventory shall be increased on agreement with the shipowner.

. Ships with electric capacity of 100 kW and less shall be supplied with electric
inventory6 according to reduced rates to be agreed.
. Ranges and rates of electric inventory supply are given in Table 2.6.1.

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2.8. EXTRA INVENTORY FOR AUTOMATED SHIPS

The subsection covers recommendatory instruments and tools 1o be used on board ships for
maintenance of shipboard automation facilities

2. With regard to supply of instruments and tools for maintenance of sea-going ships of types
of unrestricted and restricted area of navigation I the shipboard automation facilities
according to automation marks in the Register’s class notation are subdivided into the
following categories

1 - with automation marks Al and A2
2 - with automation mark A3

. Range and quantity of extra inventory as well as the need for supplying it to the ships of
restricted areas of navigation should be specified by the shipowner depending on the
circuitry type of the automation systems used on board the ship.

. Range of instruments (facilities) for maintenance and adjustment of the pneumatic and
hydraulic equipment is determined on the basis of recommendations of the suppliers of the
pneumatic and Hydraulic equipment.

. Range and supply rates of instruments and facilities are given in Table 2.8.1.

2.9 MACHINERY AND APPLIANCES FOR SHIP MAINTENANCE DUTIES

1.Machinery and appliances for ship maintenance covered by these RD (Guidelines) are
subdivided into those used in general ship maintenance duties and those used for washing
and cleaning of tanker cargo spaces

2. With regard to machinery and appliances for general ship maintenance ships are subdivided
according to their propulsive output and service area into the following categories:

Ships of unrestricted service and of restricted service |

1 - above 15000 kW,

2 - above 7000 kW and up to 15000 kW;
3 - above 3000 kW and up to 7000 kW,
4 - 3000 kW and less;

3. Ships of restricted services, ships of auxiliary fleet and small vessels of dredging fleet

3.2.2. The supply rates for ships with ice strengthening of category and ( for tugs, with ice
strengthening only) shall be determined as for nearest higher category of subdivision of
ships according to their length.

3.2.3. The supply rates given above under 2.2.2 for ships of restricted areas of navigation I, II,
IIcn and Itlcn exclusive of ships with ice strengthening may be established as for the
nearest inferior category of subdivision of ships according to their length.

3.2.4. Roaders are supplied at minimum rates agreed with the Register of Shipping. Tugs of
restricted area of navigation III may have no emergenay outfit with the exception of the
rigger’s and fitter's tool sets.

3.2 5. Emergency tools to be delivered to ships carrying readily ignitable and explosive cargoes
shall be made of intrinsically safe materials.

3.2.6. The standars of emergency outfit supply to ships are given in Table 3.2.1. Passenger and
special-purpose ships having 70 m and more in length shall be supplied with extra items
in accordance with the standards given in Table 3.2.2.
